She led with kindness, loved without limits, and
inspired others simply by being herself. Though she is no longer with us,
her light continues to shine brightly through the lives she touched and the
legacy she leaves behind at Dance Plus. Her spirit lives on in every act of
compassion, every act of leadership, and every dancer who strives to
make a difference.

This year marks the tenth anniversary of the DPMF Scholarship. To be
considered, graduating seniors must demonstrate strong academic
achievement, maintain an excellent attendance record, and serve as
leaders, mentors, teammates, and friends. Most importantly, they must
possess the qualities of passion, compassion, integrity, and generosity that
Debra exemplified every day.

Applicants are required to submit an essay that fulfills the criteria
established by the DPMF. Through their writing, students should
demonstrate an understanding of Debra’s enduring impact and reflect on
how they, too, can carry forward the values and spirit that made her so
special.
